1. RETRIBUTION – the act of correcting a wrong-doing, a justly deserved penalty

2. INCAPACITATION – the only way to prevent criminals from committing further crimes is to remove them form society (incarceration)
3. DETERRANCE – controlling a person’s behavior through fear of punishment

4. REHABILITATION – an attempt to change of reform a convicted person so that he or she will not commit a crime again

5. RESTITUTION – obligation to pay compensations for a wrong

After one has been convicted of a crime, he/she is SENTENCED (judgment of the court concerning the defendant’s punishment)

· Mitigating factors: information of the defendant or the crime that might lessen the sentence for the crime

· Aggravating factors: information of the defendant or the crime that might make the sentence worse

8th Amendment:  Bail – a sum of money that the accused may be required to post as a guarantee of presence in court

JAIL:  place where criminals are kept while awaiting trial or for sentences of one year or less

PRISON: where criminals serve long terms usually for a felony crime

RECIDIVISM:  the act of repeating the negative behavior (re-offending)

The 8th Amendment and Punishment:

Bail – a sum of money that the accused may be required to post as a guarantee 

“No Excessive Bail” – Bail must bear a reasonable relationship to the seriousness of the crime. 

“No cruel and unusual punishment” 

Other definitions:

Preventative detention: accused may be held, without bail, when there is good reason that he or she may commit another serious crime before trail.  

Capital punishment: punishment by death
